Family, friends and 
veteran organizations are encouraged to nominate someone who fits the criteria for this award. 
Nominations must be submitted by 4:30 pm on Thursday, October 19, 2023. Selection of the winner 
will be based upon the following criteria: 

1. Nominees who reside in Paducah/ McCracken County will be given priority over other counties. 
2. Nominees DO NOT have to be associated with a veteran organization, but must have extensive time 

and service dedicated to serving veterans and veterans causes. 
3. Community Service Records, Accolades, Projects, Accomplishments, etc. 
4. Personal comments and notes of reference from family and friends will be given consideration when 

selecting a winner for this award. 
5. The winner will be selected by a committee made up of sponsoring agencies and veteran organization 

volunteers. Parks and Recreation will serve as a non-voting representative. 
6. The nominator of the selected winner will be contacted and arrangements will be made for 

presentation of the award during the Veterans Day events. 

Applications must be complete and accompanied by supporting documentation to be considered and 
must be submitted either by mailing or in person by Thursday, October 19, 2023 by 4:30 pm at the 
following address:
